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The concept of value is central to economics. An observable measure of it is market
price. Adam Smith defined labor as the underlying source of value, and the "labor
theory of value" underlies the work of Karl Marx, David Ricardo and many other
classical economists. This theory argues that a good or service is worth the labor that
it takes to produce. For most, this value determines a commodity's price. This labor
theory of price and the closely refated cost-of-production theory of value dominates
the work of most classical economists, but those theories are far from the only
accepted basis for "value". For example, Austrian School economists use the marginal
theory of value.
